The Greek word ¢vx7 generally translated ‘soul’, ‘Seele’, ‘4me’, and so on
‘means ‘breath’ or ‘inhaltation’ in the original sense of the word. This word does
not include such a meaning as immortality as is expected more or less in the sense
-of modern languages.

In Homer it is used as the impersonal concept ‘life’ in the living, and as ¢ the
ghost of the dead’. Though the Psyche as the ghost lives in Hades without enjoying
the concious life after the death of a person, it is obvious that the concept posses
no immortality even in this case. For among the ancient Greeks, the idea of
immortality means to live the earthly life without end, and, therefore, the immor-
tality belongs only to the divine. Homer’s concept of the ‘shade of the dead’ may
have been under the influenence of the primitive belief of souls and the dead in
‘much earlier stage.

It is believed that Homer's concept of ‘ghost of the dead’ is ‘ the bredth-soul’
in the primitive belief.

According to Rohde, however, the doctorine of the religious belief of the
‘Orphics and Pythagoreans brought that concept to the Greek world in a certain
times. That doctorine, known as the so-called transmigration of souls, aims at
the salvation of the souls as the pure existence with the divine, free from the
wandering through various existences, which is gained by the purification of souls
during migration. But it is more likely that such a perfect philosophical interpre-
tation was achieved by the later philosophers, especially Plato and Aristotle, because
we have very little material about the Orphics and Pythagorean themselves.

Leaving aside the above-mentioned problem, we can not fail to see the re-
markable fact that religious belief was originated with Dionysiac cult.

Accordingly, the immortality, that is, the idea of permanence acquired through
the metempsychosis is not the one that emsarges suddenly without any previous
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preliminary stage. Foreign God Dionysos known, as the god of plants, and wine,
that seemed at first to be the demon of plants in Thracia, has the symbolic ex-
perience of immortal life in the course of seasonable circle of nature. He himself
dies every winter and is reborn in the new birth without end in spring. We may
say at least that immortality consists not in the pure existence of souls, being freed
from the transmigration, but in the migration itself.

In this case, ‘ ¢vx7’ belongs to the impersonal concept of ‘life’. The physists:
already accepted such philosophical views about nature in sixth century B.C.

It is conceivable that immortality meaning the permanence of life is always:
the strongest desire for the Greeks. And for that reason, the immortality must be
acquired not by the philosophical knowledge, but through the experience of mystic:

rites.

Gnostizismus und das Denken
Martin Heideggers

Der Gnostizismus ist eine lang vergessene Religion. Er ist aber nicht nur das:
Phiinomen der vergangenen Geschichte, sondern bietet uns auch heute eine neue und:
anziehende Méglichkeit menschlichen Existenzverstdndnisses. Auch seine Mytho-
logie und Botschaft muflen wie im Christentum durch unsere gegenwértige Worter
und Spekulationen richtig interpretiert werden. Hierfiir schien uns Martin Heideggers
philosophisches Denken anzuwinden zunédchst am treffendesten zu sein.

Die hauptsichliche Aufgabe dieser Untersuchung liegt darin, daB wir die grund-
lengende Struktur des Gnostizismus Kklarstellen, indem wir ihn mit dem philo-
sophischen Denken Heideggers vergleichen. Zuerst weisen wir auf einige gemeinsame-
Charaktere zwischen dem Gnostizismus und dem Denken Heideggers hin: z.B. auf
ihre gegenseitigen Verhéltnisse zum Christentum, auf ihren wesentlichen Charakter,
usw. Und dann nehmen wir das sogenannte “Lied von der Perle” (Thomasakten
108-113) aus den direkten geschichtlichen Quellen des Gnostizismus auf. Nach der

Deffinition des Gnostizismus von Sasagu Arai, betrachten wir den Text des “ Lied:
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von der Perle” hauptsichlich auf die folgenden Punkte hin, nimlich 1. den antikos-
mischen Dualismus, 2. die Offenbarung des Erkenntnisses von dem Abgesandten,
und 3. das Erkenntnis des Hdochstens.

Durch diese Forschungen wird klargestellt, daB der Gnostizismus und das
Denken Heideggers in enger Beziehung zueinander stehen, und der Gnostizismus
durch das Denken Heideggers existenzial und urspriinglicher verstanden werden
kann. Heideggers ““ Sein” scheint uns nidher mit dem gnostischen * Hochsten” als
mit dem christlichen “ Gott” verwandt zu sein. “Sein” ist ein “neuer und unbe-
kannter Gott” wie der “Ho6chste ” im Gnostizismus. Am Ende weisen wir auf die

Verschiedenheit zwischen dem Gnostizismus und dem Denken Heideggers hin.

On the Concept of éﬁnyaté

—From the View of It's Similes—

In the history of thoughts of the world, it would be only Buddhism that preached
Sanyata. In that point there is the unique standpoint of Buddhism. In other words,
the thought of Siinyatd makes Buddhism be itself. In that sense it must be said
that the thought of Sanyata has a very important meaning as the gate into realizing
Buddhism, or realizing it from experience.

It is a characteristic of the Prajfidparamita-sitras that they don’t explain directly
what Siinyata is, but try to explain it through similes, and that the word Siinyata
or Sﬁnya is always used as not a subject, but a predicate or a predicative adjective.
The reason why it is so might be as follows. If the word Sanyata was used as a
subject, Sﬁnyatﬁ would be considered as existence. It seems to me that the Prajna-
paramita-siatras avoid it, nevertheless the thought of Sﬁnyatﬁ must be realized, so
the Prajfidparamita-sitras use similes in order to explain Sﬁnyati.

From the above-mentioned point of view, I studied similes about Siinyata written
in the PVS-PP and the Mahaprajhiaparamita-§astra (Ta chi tu lun), etc..

Ten similes about $ﬁnyat§ are as follows;
1 Illusion (Maya)
2 Heat haze (Marici)
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Reflection of the moon in water (Udaka-candra)
Sky (Akasa)

Echo (Prati$rutka)

Mirage (Gandharva-nagara)

10 Magic creation (Nirmita)
It seems at a sight as if the things written above (10 similes) were existent.
We can hear them or see them, but by reason we can understand that they are
not existent actually. I think the Concept of gﬁnyati might be as such. But there
remains difficulty that éﬁnyatﬁ can not be realized only by reason. So I think that

it might be illuminated from experience.

The Earth-Deity in Taiwan

The earth-deity, called “ To-ti-kong ” (4-#hi7y) by the Chinese from Fu-chien
and “Bak-kung” ({44) by those from Kwang-tung, is worshiped in most cases
at temples and shrines. (The shrines in some part of Kao-hsiung district, however,
are different in form from those in other areas.) The principal object of worship
at present is a gray-bearded god-image, though it seems that stones used to be
worshiped formerly as the earth~deity. (The same archaic form of worship was
also observed in ancient Okinawa.)

While the earth-deity’s name is not known, his birthday is celebrated in many
areas on the second day of the second month, the second day or the fifteenth day
of the eighth month in the lunar calendar respectively. He is also worshiped on
the New Year's Eve and the New Year’s Day in the lunar calendar, and particularly
by merchants on the second and the sixteenth days of each month.

As far as his function is concerned, he is a tutelar deity of villages, a guardian
deity of factories, roads and rice fields, a deity of good harvest and success in

business. It is a remarkable fact that the earth-deity should have such a multi-

functional character. It is also to be noticed that the above-mentioned functions
are inconsistent with those enumerated in the early documents. The character of

the deity has changed by degrees according to time and people.

Enki=Ea and Water

The writer tried to reconstruct the image of the Mesopotamian god Enki=Ea,
-taking the conclusions of the geological and geomorphological survey of the Meso-
potamian plains by G.M. Lees and N. L. Falcon into consideration. In this connection
‘he reinterpreted the assumed line of the head of the Persian Gulf in Sumerian times
‘as the inland limit of tidal influence along rivers, and estimated especially the Enki
=Ea’s relation with ancient foreign trade via Persian Gulf. The consistent standpoint
-of the god always standing between or over two opposing powers (life against death,
.etc.) seems to explain his character as the god of wisdom.
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
